To be considered
for this scholarship, the student must demonstrate financial need as determined by the Office of
Financial Aid (OFA), based on information submitted when the student applies for aid.

2. Submit a 2010-2011 Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) to the federal
processor. The FAFSA is available at www.fafsa.ed.gov beginning January 1, 2010. Be sure to list
the University of Michigan-Ann Arbor and the Federal School Code 002325 so that a copy will be
sent to U-M.

ENTERING FRESHMEN AND TRANSFER STUDENT APPLICANTS ONLY:

3. In addition to steps 1 and 2 above, entering freshmen and transfer students must also complete
2 2010-2011 CSS/Financial Aid PROFILE application. The PROFILE is available at
https://profileonline.collegeboard.com beginning October 1, 2009. Be sure to list CSS Code 1839
so that a copy will be sent to U-M.

Deadlines * Scholarship applications must be submitted to OFA by February 26, 2010.
* Financial aid applications must be submitted by March 1, 2010.
